Lake Manze Camp - Recommendations for a pleasant stay
Dear Guest, 

Lake Manze Camp is located in the centre of the photographic area of Selous Game Reserve.  Our 12 tents are set in a forest of Doum palms, Tagalala (Terminalia spinosa), Long pod Cassia (Cassia abbreviata), Borassus palms, Ebony trees and Tamarind trees, facing one of the minor lakes of the Lake Manze system from which the camp takes its name. Hippo, crocodile, buffalo, impala, giraffe and, more often, elephant are seen from the tents and around the camp area.

Don’t be afraid of the animals but respect them.
There is no danger as long as you follow some important rules:
· When walking around the camp, stick to the sand paths.
· Remember to zip the tent shut every time you go in and out.
· Kindly we ask that you DO NOT take any kind of food, especially fruits, to the tents.
· Always use a torch inside the tent after dark. 

· Don’t walk around the camp after dark unless you are accompanied by a member of staff.

· Never approach wild animals. 

Remember that the animals are not interested in us – if we don’t disturb them, they won’t bother us. At night you will hear a lot of noises all around you. Normally this is caused by elephants that are common visitors to the camp and often walk between the tents and shake the Doum palms to eat the fruits that fall. It is very important to keep a distance and never get close to them. Lion, Leopard and Hyena and occasionally Buffalo and Hippo walk by and it is a MUST not to get close to any of these five animals. 

Inside the tent there are two baskets: the bigger is for your laundry and the smaller is for rubbish.

When taking a shower, let the water run for a while to let it warm up. Enjoy your hot shower under the moon and stars but please use the water sparingly as it come from the same valuable resource you are here to enjoy.

Don’t drink the tap water. There is a jug of boiled and filtered water in the tent that is completely safe to drink. 
We also give you complimentary bottled water on request.
There is no electricity in the tents. Feel free to use the candles but please remember to blow them out before you leave the tent or go to sleep. To recharge batteries please bring them to the bar. 24-hour service is available.

Please do not smoke inside the tent. 
Any valuables can be locked in the wooden box in your tent. 
Mealtimes are not fixed, but we normally gather for drinks at around 7.30pm and sit down for dinner around half an hour later. 
A member of staff will come to collect you at your tent at an agreed time, to escort you to the Lodge area. You will always be escorted when there are animals in camp, or in the hours of darkness. 
If you need to leave the tent earlier, please call for the Masaai and wave your torch, and they will come as soon as they can.

When you are picked up on arrival at the Airstrip, and during game drives, there will be a cool box of drinks in the vehicle.  Any drinks used by you will be recorded and charged to your account together with your bar bill, for settlement at the end of your stay. There is a list of drinks prices displayed in the bar. We regret that we cannot process credit cards, but USD or TZS cash are acceptable.
During a game drive it is absolutely forbidden to approach animals on foot or to get out of the car. If you need to stretch your legs, or to go behind a bush for a minute, please ask the driver and he will find a suitable place for you.
We often get asked about tipping, and If you would like to leave a tip for the staff, (USD 10 per day is considered a good tip), please leave the tip in the box in the lounge area. The contents of the tips box are shared by all the staff, (except driver-guides and boat operators) as every staff member is involved in making your stay as pleasant as possible, even those whom you may not see. However, the boat and vehicle drivers and guides are not part of the tip box. You may tip them separately if you wish to do so.
We hope you enjoy your stay at Lake Manze. If there is a part of your stay that you are not satisfied with, please let us know so that we can improve our camp and services.
