Mdonya Old River Tent Diagram – issued 28.10.2011
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There are 12 tents at Mdonya Old River. We have the possibility to turn 4 of them into family tents.
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A separate bedroom can be zipped on to the front of
the tent in place of the veranda, for family groups.

The main bedroom can be made up with double or twin beds.
There is a writing desk, a wardrabe, a lock-up chest.

There is no electric power in the tents. We supply a wind-up
torch and candles and paraffin lamps are lit outside the tents
each evening,.

Batteries can be charged at the office, where a generator runs
for a few hours daily.

The tent has double-zip doors with gauze for coolness;
and flaps on the gauze windows.
The roof is double layered for coolness.

The shower has no roof - you can shower under the stars.
The water is heated by solar panels.



Here is a typical tent at Mdonya Old River, with veranda in front and the main bedroom in the middle.
Each veranda (except for Family tents, which have an extra room zipped on the front in place of the veranda) have a small local bed for relaxing on, a table and a safari chair, and a relaxing lounge chair.

Inside the tent there is a lock-up Zanzibar chest; a writing desk with a safari chair, a double or twin beds and a shelf system for storing clothing.
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There is a dressing room behind the tent, with towel rail, table with basin and a cold water tap.

Behind that again is a shower open to the skies, and on the other side, a flush WC.

All the tents look out over the Old Mdonya sand River, which animals use as a game corridor.

The property is large, so the tents are quite widely spaced apart.
